                Window repairs – replacing quarries, glazing bars, stonework & mortar – £2,365     PHASE 2  TOTAL - £2,365


The tower pointed in 1950`s with inappropriate cement based mortar which is now proud of the stonework and which channels the rainwater into the stonework of the tower – damp patches and mould rapidly increasing. Old cement needs completely digging out and replacing with lime plaster to allow stonework to breathe. The whole tower needs doing but south and west faces towards the prevailing wind is most urgent. If we can do the work before it deteriorates further it will save a lot of money in long run. ( average rainfall 61” per annum ).


We have received a very competitive quote of £11,000 + VAT for the work. Unfortunately our funds are very low at this moment in time. We raised £52,412.26p. plus a percentage of the tax rebate attributed to gifts last year before grants in order to refurbish the interior of the church – work currently being done. Bratton Fleming parish has 1,000 inhabitants many of which are young families on low incomes… thus the amount of money raised last year was amazing. However we still have a shortfall circa £10,000 on the refurbishment and really do not want to spoil what is being done due to ingress of water through the church tower.

I visited this church this pm. A most interesting and impressive set up. The Methodist Chapel was blown down a few years ago and that congregation merged with the parish church. Their property was sold and the proceeds went to build an extension to the north east corner of the church (large room, kitchen and toilets). They have also recently constructed a room in the tower with cupboards underneath for storage. As well as all this they have completely remodelled the east end ( removing choir stalls and moving the altar rail to the level of the chancel arch). All of the work is very well done. But it has taken very nearly all their funds.They had a very successful campaign raising funds (some £50,000) within the village. All sacrificial giving. Average Sunday morning attendance 40-45. The work on the tower was incorrectly pointed about 50 years ago and this is their next task - the south and west faces. The cost with some repairs to windows is £15000 and the shortfall is c.£12000. They need rewarding and I recommend a grant of £4000.
