I have been part of Buckland Church for 64 years!! The Disabled Lavatories are much needed. A number of older people have stopped coming to Church owing to the lack of facilities, and of the 120 in Church on Sunday morning as many as 15/20 are small children. The project is expensive because The Church is listed Grade 1, and the drains had to be dug around the graves in order to get to the main sewer in the road. I will have some photographs at our Meeting. I would recommend a grant of between £1500 and £2000. Buckland Monachorum Church pays the 4/5th largest Common Fund in The Diocese of Exeter.
