This is a beautiful small church in a pretty village north east of Exeter.  It was built in the 15th century and still has the original font (around 1200).  It has a lovely carved and gilt screen.  An unusual feature is the all seeing eye in the west window.


The roof is the original medieval structure


The work has now been carried out at a cost of around £3,100 of which they had raised £1,900 from fundraising and a grant from the Cooper Legacy.


Estimated shortfall for work within 2 years £1,172


Roof repairs are on-going problem for a small church with an average Sunday attendance of around 10-14.  Many people in the village are involved in the church, even if they do not attend services.  It seems that the church community organise every event in the village, regardless of whether it benefits the church.


I would recommend a grant of £1,500
