To install 31 electric under pew heaters in our Church to give heat close to the congregation and clergy, and also four night-storage heaters whch will help with the overall ambience and preservation of our historic and beautiful church.  There is especially interesting and unique sgraffito work on the walls circa 1790-1810, which is being affected by dampness.  Members of other churches have told us that night storage heaters have helped with similar problems of damp and cold.





As we have no formal type of heating and have to rely on a noisy and unslightly, propane gas ‘jet’ heater which is used for about an hour before services in winter, it is not enticing parishioners to come to church.  Propane gas is adding to the problems of dampness within the Church.  The temperature drops rapidly once this heater is turned off before the start of a service, which can be almost unbearable in very cold weather.  The installation of electric heating as described above will help the Church to become a more welcoming and pleasant place to visit and in which to worship.
