Replacement of Eight Wooden bases to the Medieval Roodscreen in the Parish Church of St Peter Ad Vincula, Combe Martin.





In 2010 the DHCT kindly supported this £94,000 Project, by match funding the HLF Your Heritage Conservation & Learning Grant (of £64,200) with a gift of £1,500.  We are pleased to report that the repair of the structure is practically complete and the polychromy cleaning will be finished by July. 





All that remains is the replacement of the Roodscreen’s  eight wooden bases which Hugh Harrison, our timber conservator, considers integral to the original 15/ 16th cent. design. This work, at a cost of £6,640 plus VAT, is scheduled to take place in August/ September of this year. 





Conservation Reports with exciting discoveries have been received from both Hugh Harrison and Eddie Sinclair. These top UK Conservators have presented research papers on Devon Roodscreens at International Conferences in 2010 & 2012 in Oslo and Cambridge respectively.  Their research findings have added considerably to existing knowledge of Medieval Roodscreens.  It is now increasingly acknowledged in Art History circles that the Roodscreen at Combe Martin is an exceptional example and that the Screens of Devon are not to be considered inferior to those of East Anglia, but are interestingly different – and important in their own right.





We would be exceedingly grateful if the DHCT would kindly consider supporting us again at this time, to complete the whole Project in 2012. A final Heritage Weekend Celebration is planned for  Oct.6th/7th and a Re-dedication of the Roodscreen for Oct. 20th

I went to Combe Martin this pm and looked at their screen. The Trust gave £1500 towards the conservation of the paintings. This work which has cost £94000 is nearly finished, funded by the Heritage Conservation and Learning Grant and other bodies. They wish now to repair the bases of the screen with a new set of 'feet, eight in number. These are costed at £6400 which they have to raise. All of this has been supervised by Hugh Harrison. This screen has been brought to international attention by Hugh Harrison and Eddie Sinclair in conferences in Oslo and Cambridge.It is regarded as an exceptional example.
