A crack has appeared in the wall of the South Transept of Instow Church. This crack has now widened to the extent that the stones of the wall have loosened and one large one has fallen out.  


Mr. Rhind  (Architect) has confirmed that this is due to subsidence due to lack of drainage and the weather.  This has also caused damage to the inside of the south transept. He has stressed that remedial work to the exterior is urgent and must be done before the winter or there is a danger that the whole south transept could fall away.

A pleasant building in a prominent position overlooking the mouth of the River Torridge. The nave and chancel are 14C but  the South wall of the nave is Norman as is the font. The North aisle with its fine barrel roof was added in 1547. 


This application deals  with the very urgent  repairs required to stabilise the West wall of the South transept. .Given the urgency of the work, no builders prices are yet available, but the architect is producing specifications as a matter of urgency.


Apart from the church, on which £34k was expended last year(see Box 10), the PCC is responsible also for the Grade II listed church hall and the Chapel of All Saints, which has recently undergone  a reordering scheme at a cost of £60k. This has been a considerable financial burden for the small community and illustrates the effectiveness of its energetic fund raising  activities.  Such is the urgency of this work  that they are committing all of their fabric fund to this project leaving leaving little scope for any other work,. I informed them that DHCT does not 'do' monuments and I have taken this into account in deciding on my recommendation for an award.


Towards the present shortfall of £23.6k I recommend an award of £4000.
