A very ambitious project to improve the facilities in the church and build a small extension; a final phase of the work is for new heating, pews, lighting and IT equipment.  It is the first phase which the Trustees might consider supporting – construction of a new kitchen, servery and WC at the back and in the tower; install screens at back of church to provide flexible space for a crèche, meeting room etc, all on the ground floor (it will include better access for those with impaired mobility).


The work has had Planning Permission but the Faculty has not yet been granted (due in September).�
�
Largely Victorian, although parts date back to the fifteenth century.  Unusual font made of Beer stone.  Church partially renovated in 1986 following a fire.  Quite dark inside with lots of stained glass.  Enjoys a prominent position in Alphington and the congregation seem to work closely with the wider community (I was given a 32 page copy of their June parish magazine).�

The first phase of the work is estimated at £504,720. They have £374,780 in existing funds with another £54,000 either raised or pledged. This will be a lengthy project and is still
