 I visited this church on the 24th May, 2013 and was shown round by Mrs Hilary Corlett, PCC member and Repairs Project Team member and Mr Allen Van Der Steen the architect involved with this project and the previous major re ordering which was very helpful. This is a Grade 1 listed church which has been very carefully and imaginatively restored using a substantial bequest. They are obviously a dedicated and enthusiastic PCC and they are now keen to start phase 2 which is to conserve the fabric of the Tower both inside and out. The masonry is very fragile, bits of which, as I saw, keep falling off and water is coming in. The first floor is in a very rotten state and they want to restore the flooring and move the ringing chamber up to provide a safer space, this will also free up the ground floor to provide an extra space for a “messy church” Sunday School and other activities. They have a congregation of 75 plus and an increasing number of families and are anxious to make them welcome and freer. To have young children at the back where they can see without causing too much noise!  The total cost is £183,018, and the funds available at the latest count amount to £150,068, leaving a short fall of £32,950. They have had an increased offer from Viridor.  I felt this was a church which supports us and also has made a great effort to raise funds themselves and would like to suggest a grant of £2,000.
