They are doing a major refurbishment and re-ordering to the church.  Much of the work is complete and it has a light and airy feel – with excellent heating.  Good use has been made


 of the space to provide a meeting area and somewhere for young families.

Built in 1892.  In the centre of Bideford and the Presbytery is next to the church.  Although
