We are asking for help with 2 jobs needed at St Mary's Church.��A.Health and Safety issue with slipping/ fragmenting stonework at the end of gable coping stones to rear of Church:�Portions of stones are falling near rear access door. Temporary safety shelter in place, but urgent repairs are needed.�Work needed  with cost incl VAT £2588: Scaffolding will also be needed approx cost £450 incl VAT


1. Pin through coping stones above eroded sections with stainless pins.�2, Cut out and replace with Bath stone defective kneeler stone and two coping slabs above.


3. Secure with resin and stainless pins.





B. Eroded/ defective stones and hood moulding around main doorway. Cost £2204 incl VAT�Remove and replace stone springer and second damaged section above with Bath stone.�Using copper wire lattice and stone dust, repair damaged/eroded  hood mould and jamb areas.��NOTE: The last QI was in 2010. Just prior to that we upgraded electrics (£410) and renovated stonework to the front face of the building, (£1025)  Since then we have replaced and re-routed rainwater goods to the rear and replaced barge boards and re-instated the trench to the rear elevation giving ventilation to the wall where adjoining ground level is some 800mm above the floor. ( £2600). This has very significantly assisted with the damp problems�In brief, we have spent over £4000 since 2008 and are expecting to spend up to a further £1000 on a more permanent solution to damp in the toilet. ( tanking/damp proofing and tiling ). All essential to make the building usuable!�We are requesting help because of dwindling resources and reluctance to use a legacy not strictly intended for repairs.

Croyde Parish Church of St Mary

I inspected Croyde parish church on 12th June in the  company of the Rev Mike Newbon.  The church of St Mary is a small 19th century church that sits directly on the edge of the main thoroughfare through Croyde, and abuts a stone built dwelling.  The building fully occupies the plot, with no boundary walls or churchyard.  The church was reordered in 2003 with the removal of the pews and re-carpeting of the sanctuary, nave and north aisle and offers a warm and comfortable place of worship, well used by the 122 electoral roll members, the wider community and many holidaymakers who visit this north Devon coastal village, exposed to the wind and sea-spray from the Atlantic.  A service is held in the church on 3 out of 4 Sundays a month, shared with the sister church at Georgeham.  The Common Share would appear to be proportionately high at £53,000 for the size of the building and the community struggles to meet this commitment only by using their reserves and legacies.  It is estimated that spend over income for the current year is £11,000 not including the current planned building work.  The church is well cared for and maintained under the careful supervision of the Churchwardens.  Illustrations of the two items of Bath stonework that require repair (as detailed above) are (a) gable end coping stone (that will require scaffolding) and, (b) moulding around entrance porch:

The accounts for the sister churches of St Mary in Croyde and St George in Georgeham  refer to £20,000 ‘Brian Strange Fund’ given in memory of a former rector.  The Churchwarden reports that this fund is restricted to non-maintenance expenditure.  The balance held in the St Mary’s Fabric Fund (restricted) at 31.12.2012 was £2,822.


I recommend approval of the bid for the full amount of up to £4,000
