A pretty granite church standing beside the infamous Lydford Castle. It is of 13C origen but rebuilt in granite in the 15C. It has very fine barrel roofs with interesting bosses. Added in the early 20C are a beautifully carved screen and pew ends, all of which have different motivs.  


The proposal is to upgrade the lighting, which is very poor indeed. Having attended services I can wholeheartedly support this proposal as almost as much light is provded by the overhead electric heating as by the lights!


The current PCC Treasurer, who took over a few years ago, has transformed the church's finances with the result that the Common share is now always paid in full and ontime and fundraising is well organised and successful.  


Annual running costs for last year were over £20k and the PCC is being very brave to commit all of its funds, £10k, to this project.  Applications to many charities have been made, but no grants yet received.  The present shortfall is £10k and I would recommend an award of £2000.
