I visited this Grade1 church on 30th October and met Professor Colin Platt, Churchwarden and one of the prime movers of this very exciting plan to re-order the church. This is obviously a rather different application for us and they fully realise this.  The plan is basically to re-order the church so that it can be used as a real community centre for the whole village. Littlehempston is a very pretty but rather cut off village outside Totnes right down on the River Dart.. The village now has no school, no village hall no shop and the pub is likely to close. The big problem is finding accommodation for the playgroup which is flourishing but has been given notice to move by their landlords, the Trustees of Dartington Hall who under the new regime need their premises.  The plan is to put the church pews on retractable castors so that they can be moved easily, put in proper lavatories and new heating and lighting, disabled access, and level the nave floor. Professor Platt says that the whole village is behind the plan and are very imaginatively fundraising with excellent publicity. They envisage using the hall for all sorts of activities including the playgroup, Parish Council and PCC, yoga, harvest suppers, films and a meeting place for young people. The plans are detailed and imaginative and I think are well worth supporting.  The shortfall is quoted as £5,000 but that envisages them getting all the grants they have applied for which I personally feel is unlikely to happen.


 They plan to start work in October and hope to have the playgroup in by Easter!  I felt their was an enormous amount of enthusiasm and determination and would like to recommend a grant of £3000.    I have copies of the plans available.
