The church walls upstand above the roof with copings.  The problem concerns the North wall. There are defects in the render which were noted for action in our latest Quinquennial Inspection. The copings to the top of the wall have been repaired by concreting over the existing coping stones, probably about 30-40 years ago. Recently the end coping fell onto the churchyard path, fortunately nobody was in the area at the time. 





This problem must be resolved urgently because of the safety issues involved. The works for which I am getting quotations will involve removing the old repair work, replacing with new coping stones to match existing and repairing render and flashings.  I have been given an informal budget quote of £6000 for the work, pending receipt of detailed quotations. We hope to get the work completed before the winter frosts.

I met Rob Hatton on 18 August, looked at the north wall and discussed their problem.


CSM was a small 13c chapel to Winslade Park extended in the 19c. with large transepts so that the altar is now at the N.end. Two Choral Societies rent it during the winter terms, bringing in just ove £1k,, but is has no other outside income. 


While the old village and school are across the Sidmouth Road, there is a large estate of bigger houses and bungalows within easy walking distance. The congregation is enthusiastic, but has to fundraise to cover the Diocesan quota which matched the deficit in 2010 due to almost £8k spent on gutters. 


(I have a copy of the accounts.)


The coping on the north wall is too heavy and has been botched with concrete to sustain it. The rendering needs attention. The estimates seem very reasonable. The work is urgent in case of further falling stone.


In order to start the work asap, they may apply for a Diocesan loan. Although the total needed is modest, I would suggest a grant of £2000 as they will find it difficult to raise a great deal more. The PCC secretary assured me there are no rich residents: equally, there are no obviously poor ones.
