St Mary & All Saints Church Plymstock (the Parish Church)-Statement of Significance





The roof coverings of the church, particularly the Nave and the inner slopes of the North and inner aisles are desperately in need of renewal. Recent surveys have confirmed the need of this work ‘to be work requiring immediate attention’ and a project has been initiated to a) Start the work as soon as possible b) Raise funds to carry out the work c) Obtain the necessary approvals from local church authorities. Work on all these points is well advanced, however raising funds is challenging. The Church Commissioners have been found to be responsible for that part of the roof covering the chancel (the East end of the church) and will contribute a sum of money (as yet unknown) towards the roof renewal. 





The inner slopes to the aisles and nave, including the lead lined gutters and ventilators to be renewed. The inner slopes of the North and South aisle have reached a critical stage of deterioration and must be renewed. The sheet metal ventilators are badly rusted with elements completely disappeared and must be repaired/replaced. Until this work is done the church roof condition will continue to worsen causing the interior to deteriorate. This is an important landmark in the community and the significance of this architectural space must not be lost for future generations as we strive to preserve our heritage.
