I visited St Peter’s Church, Stoke Fleming just outside Dartmouth on Thursday September 1st. I was met by both Churchwardens, their reader and their invaluable “fabric man”. I was very impressed by their enthusiasm and dedication in their determination to improve the interior of their obviously much loved church which certainly does need some work done. The main problem is the very badly   “blown” plaster which has resulted from the application of non-porous paint some time ago. This really does make the whole church look sad and run down. It contrasts with the very well kept large churchyard.. The cost of removing the plaster in the worst places and repainting with Keim micro-porous paint is £31,000. I have some photos of the problem. They also want to replace the obsolete heaters for which the replacement elements are no longer available and renew some of the lighting. They accept that we do not help with heating or lighting but would be very grateful for help with the re painting and plastering. They have been fundraising with verve and enthusiasm including running a successful cake stall at the Dartmouth Sainsburys. The church is open every day and they support the Bike Ride and make a donation to us. They have raised £10,000 so far and are looking at a shortfall of £20,000. They are still going to try to raise more money for the heating and lighting. I thought that they were exceptional in the way they care for their church and how they seem to get non-churchgoers to help, not least in cake baking! I would hope we could give them £4,000.
