The project is concerned with undertaking essential repair work to the church roof. Severe weather over a number of years has caused substantial damage to the exterior fabric of the church roof. Subsequent leakage of rainwater has caused structural damage to the interior fabric including the ceiling and main pillars.





The project can be divided into 2 stages;





Stage One:  development plan for the work to be carried out  = £15, 000.





Stage Two:  repair works which includes repair/replacement of guttering, leadwork, roofing slates and 


                      scaffolding.





the provision of scaffolding (c £70,000) will form a temporary structure to enable high level work to be carried out in a safe manner = Total Stage Two cost £146, 000.

Parish church. 1821, by Andrew Patey in Norman style (dedicated 1823). Vestry 1885, west tower 1887-9 by RM Fulford�in Early English style; chancel 1875 by FC Deshon; fenestration elsewhere is all late C19; South Lady Chapel 1923�by Sir Charles Nicholson; all on ancient foundations. �MATERIALS: rock-faced squared grey Plymouth stone with cream limestone dressings and some red sandstone to the facade and rear, brown rock-faced stone to the returns. Concrete tile roof. �PLAN: 5-bay cruciform with various additions.





Teignmouth is a small seaside resort, captured in a 1950’s timewarp (Warmington on Sea?) of considerable simple charm but, untike its sisters on the East side of the Exe, without much in the way of wealth.  This church is well supported, by a somewhat ageing population.  Years ago the church hall was sold, and meeting rooms formed at the west end of the nave; a very sensible scheme.  However, the money from that sale has all been used up, and day to day income just about balances expenditure – with no capital reserves.  There is no ‘Friends’ organisation.





The church lies just behind the sea wall, which gives it a little protection at low levels, but it is very exposed over 15 feet up.  Years ago the roof slates were replaced with interlocking concrete tiles and poorly executed leadwork and cast ironwork, and this is where the problems lie.  One internal pillar has been so eroded by water leaking in that it has had to be encased in full height plywood boxing !





When the scaffolding is erected it is probable that masonry repairs not included in current estimates will become apparent, so the needs for assistance are going to be more than the £34,000 shortfall shown in the application.
