Following the Quinquennial inspection of November 2012, there is some weather-proofing restoration required on the church building for which we would like help in the lump-sum payment to a building firm yet to be allocated. We are awaiting all quotes. One quote so far  is for £2960.


The work involves:





North buttress cap stone removal, loose wall-stones removal and re-laying and the cap stones re-seating. Some re-pointing below the cap stones is needed and also the replacement of a missing stone just below the gutter line further along the north wall towards the tower. The front porch roof is shedding its tiles and the porch guttering is loose. The work consists of the removal of the guttering, tiles, batons and any rotten wood. Replacement of wood as required, treatment against rot and worm whilst exposed, fit breathable underlay, batons, re-hang the tiles - replacing those broken and making good the flashings. Re-attach the existing guttering. The guttering of the south wall where it meets the tower wall is dipping in the wrong direction causing water to overflow the end of the gutter and spill down the wall. If the wall-plate is sound, the gutter requires re attaching to the correct fall and re-pointing of the stonework below.





This is the limit of the work being asked for grant assistance.





There is further work as follows:





There is substantial weatherproofing work to be carried out to the chancel roof tiles, soakers and flashings, nave roof tiles soakers and flashings, turret lead flashing, tower flashings, wall and capstone pointing, blocked gully clearance and drainage. All this I intend to carry out myself to save costs and will draw expenses as the church can afford it in due course through gifting and fund-raising activities.





We shall not be asking for grant assistance for this further work.

I inspected the church of St Michael and All Angels at Poughill on 24th May in the company of the Churchwarden, Derryck Morton.  Small rural church of 13c origins set in the centre of the village.  The QI Architect reported in November 2012 that the fabric of the church is in sound structural condition but commented on several defects that require utmost urgent attention.  There are missing or broken roof slates,  porch roof repairs required,  failed lead flashing, rainwater goods that are insufficient in size, overflowing and causing damage to the north wall and buttress.  There are cracks in coping stones and obvious signs of movement in the coping kneeler stone on the south side of the nave.  Rainwater run off has washed out mortar joints on most elevations.  The external walls of the tower show evidence of water running out from the core of the wall indicating saturation from trapped water incursion at a higher level, causing damage to the tower stonework and considerable damp to interior walls.   Sadly, this church has only 7 Electoral Roll Members in a relatively isolated rural parish of about 200 residents.  The modest income of £2,780 in 2012 barely covers the running costs after paying £1,009 Common Fund.  Restoration Fund Reserves were just over £8,000 at 31 Dec 2012.  The parish’s strongest asset would appear to be their recently appointed churchwarden who is building his own home in the village and is also willing to a commit his own time and energy to initiating, and sourcing funding, for the work of utmost urgency as recommended by the QI Architect.  His bid, on behalf of the PCC, is modest and based on competitive tendering for the most urgent repairs.  There is much more to do.  


I recommend approval of the bid for funding up to £2,960 towards the work to re-roof the Porch and repointing and remedial work to stonework as detailed in quotations.
