For some years both the north and south aisle roofs have been of concern and have leaked in many places causing damage to the interior, and posing a threat to our precious medieval roof bosses. The last quinquennial report in 2010 identified replacement of the lead roofs to the aisles and associated timber and gutter repairs as being required as soon as funds allowed. The slate roof roof covering the nave & chancel also require replacement. Due to the poor condition of the roof, and the consequent damage to the interior, English Heritage has now placed the building on their Heritage at Risk Register. The Church Commissioners will fund the cost of repairs to the chancel roof, for which they are responsible, and these are excluded below.

A most impressive, large, granite church befitting what was once one of the richest parishes in Devon, sadly no longer the case.  Of 11C origens but mainly 15C, with very fine barrel roofs having medieval bosses and Victorian Angel figures on the wall plates. There are two interesting memorials, one being an efigy of Sir John Weekes dated 1572 and the other the Burgoyne memorial dated 1651. This very fine Grade I listed church has been put on the 'Heritage at Risk Register' by EH.


This application is for the second stage of the EH funded scheme.  The investigations in Stage 1, towards which DHCT made a grant of £2.5k, revealed additional work including complete renewal of the roof lead work and the re-tiling of the roof.  As a result, Stage 2 costs have risen by £77k to £274k and EH has increased its offer  to £163k. 


The church has been unable to pay its Common Share in full for several years. Last year it managed 50% and it is hoped to be able to pay the same this year, dependant upon meeting the costs of the present work. 


 The PCC has financial responsibility for the nearby 15C Church House and St Mary's chapel in South Zeal, both listed Grade II*, as well as for this Grade I listed church and this is a considerable burden.    I was most impressed by the spirit of the small community which has shown such determination to raise money to meet the £300k cost of the project and congratulate them for raising over £40k since the project started, including £2k at the recent flower festival.


I recommend an award of £5000
