I met Peter Weeks at St.Michael’s, Teignmouth on 4 June 2013.  This is a massive Victorian Church with a nave altar and a glass division at the west end creating an upstairs meeting room and facilities. It is in a conspicuous position at the eastern end of the promenade and only a long stone’s throw from St.James where low church worship is offered.  St.Michael’s is very grateful for the grants received from the Trust in 2011 and 2012 and has a display board showing these major repairs to the roof.





         They are now dealing with what they hope will be the final stage of the problem.  The leaking roof caused damage to three pillars in the south aisle.  One of them has had to be boxed in for the time being as masonry was falling from it.   The cost is about £10k and they are £4k short.  I suggest we give them £1500.
