Our project aims to make the small church of Holy Trinity Galmpton into a viable and attractive place for day retreats and group away days.  This Victorian church is situated one mile from the south Devon coast and is near to Hope Cove and Salcombe. During the holiday season tens of thousands of cars and walkers pass us by.  Galmpton as a place has few facilities and lacks a village heart.





The project involves adapting and enhancing the churchyard and interior which are in good order and have been well  maintained. A third of the pews are to be removed creating a meeting area at the back and a freer space at the front which will include a nave altar. These two areas will be carpeted. The wooden floor which remains exposed is to be sanded and cleaned. The large vestry is to be converted into a kitchen and a smaller space set aside for a vestry. The current lighting is poor and new lighting is to be installed which brings out the best features of the interior and invokes a more ambient and evocative atmosphere. The sanctuary is to be repainted and two icon panels installed. (Currently the benefice has an on-going icon writing course and is painting 18 icons for this project.) 





Part of the churchyard will include a spiritual garden with six benches overlooking our current wild flower meadow. Beyond the meadow there will be a large labyrinth path. Car parking areas will also be more clearly marked out.





Our vision is that a number of church groups will use our project for away days, retreats and study days. Such groups will be able to use the gardens, labyrinth and have access to a good selection of spiritual books. (We aim to merge the theological libraries from the other two churches in this benefice.) We also envisage casual passers-by dropping in to exploring the site.  Perhaps they might arrive as tourists and leave as ‘pilgrims’?

They have got a Diocesan grant and the shortfall is expected to be £1,874. This is a small parish but the church is well kept and loved.
