Much of the work is outside the remit of the trust. But of� the works they wish to undertake (£33,000 in all) some £8-10,000 are� for works to do with drainage which we could help with. Currently much� surface water flows in through the south door and they propose to dig� a trench for improved drainage to a soakaway which may need enlarging.� Secondly they hope to install a toilet ( necessary ever since the� public toilets in the Square were discontinued four years ago). The� drainage proposed here is of the trench arch system suitable for� occasional use. This would be 20 yards in length.� The main costs are for kitchen units, a mezzanine floor and further� cupboard space. They have been fundraising hard successfully. Without� any further grant they are £16000 short and I propose a grant of� £3,000.
