The pointing across the whole of the west face of the First Stage of the Tower was replaced many years ago with cementitious mortar that has now given out and is failing and falling away from the outer face of the stonework. As a result rainwater is penetrating into and through the wall.  There is also damage to the drip course between the first and second stages of the tower. There is also loss of pointing to the plinths along the bases of the N & S walls. Work required and quoted for:-  1.  Fully rake out and re-point the 1st stage of the west wall of the tower from ground level to the underside of the drip course.  2.  Undertake a mortar repair to re-instate the missing section of the drip course.  3.  Carry out re-pointing to the plinths running along the bases of the N & S walls.

Although of 14C or earlier origens, this Grade II* church was, with the exception of the tower, completely rebuilt in 1879 in the Decorated style. It is very well cared for and it has a very fine carved pulpit.


Although this work is not very costly, the parish has raised over £53k in the last three years to complete the re-roofing of the church and is suffering somewhat from a surfeit of fundraising. The existing church funds are eamrked to meet the church running expenses, of which the common share alone is £5.25k, so can not be used for this work.


Against the shortfall of £4650 I recommend a grant of £1000.
