The 2010 Quinquennial inspection highlighted a number of problems that required urgent work, in particular to the Church tower. Lamerton PCCasked our architects (Platts) to further examine the problems. This required extensive scaffolding and cost £12,000 to which Devon Historic Churches Trust contributed £2,000.The cost of work to the tower far exceeded the monies available to Lamerton PCC  and we applied to English Heritage for a grant. English Heritage have agreed a Stage 1 grant of £25,000 towards costs of £33,540 and an in-principle grant of £95,000 towards the Stage 2 works costs of £159,719. We are asking that you contribute £1,500 to Stage 1 costs.





It is a condition of the award of DHCT grant that the applicant must obtain all necessary Faculties, Planning and Building Approvals, and Listed Building Consents. Failure to do so could lead to cancellation  or a request to repay grant.
