The work comprises the repair of roof tiles, the repair of east and west wall cloaking,  sealing the inside roof gaps and bell rope aperture to prevent entry of bats (must be completed during winter months),the  repair of cracks to west wall and painting the.fascias, iron gutters, metal work and south door. In addition, funds permitting decorate ceiling and  make good walls and paint in suitable paint finish (modern paints have been applied in past)�

This is a Grade II listed building,  built in 1920s.  Quite unusual – set amongst a residential area with a small garden but no churchyard.  Light and airy and, although only used on an occasional basis, felt dry inside.�
�
The running of the chapel is carried out by Governors.  Any monies raised are handled by the PCC for the main church in Crediton who, in turn, assist with some of the maintenance of the chapel.  The Governors have applied for a Landfill Grant.  It is quite an ambitious project for a small operation and I would support the repairs for keeping the building watertight – including maintenance to the gutters etc.  *The interior decoration is not so vital.
