I visited this church on 15th October, 2012. A Grade 1 Listed church of Norman/Early Englisdh style. The tower dates fromHenry VIII’s reign. Major restoration took place in 1859/61. The church includes some well preserved, delightful and interesting carvings which are some of the best in the County.


Although the church is still in the Salisbury Diocese, due to boundary changes it is actually now in  Devon. During repointing work on the tower it was noticed that rust had appeared on the stonework. After investigation, it was found necessary to replace the bell frame and repair damaged stonework which had occurred as a result of the rusting bell frames.


The estimates in the application do not include VAT which will add an additional £5,000 to the cost. Some of this may be recoveredbut it is not expected that this will be a complete refund. The latest accounts show that there could be sufficient funds to cover the cost but this would reduce the church’s funds to a very low level, particularly when a Common fund contribution of £11,000 is taken into account, and might then result in a deficit. 


Some very active fundraising has taken place already.





I would recommend a grant of £1,750.
