St. Luke’s Milber, Newton Abbott.





I visited this church on October 24th, the same day as Teigngrace, and was struck yet again by the incredible variation we have in the churches of Devon. St Luke’s, “The Dream church” was built following a dream by Rev W. Keble Martin and designed by his brother Arthur Martin and started in 1931. It was a revolutionary design at that time with an open three nave plan with linked arcades. World War II caused a hiatus in the building and the church was finally finished in 1963. Unfortunately the building of the Lady Chapel and the South nave in the 1950’s was not done properly and the necessary “drip tray” between the joining walls was not done. This has led to continuous water dripping down the cavity and the extent of the damage has only recently been revealed when hole were drilled into the walls to try and find the source of the damp and cracks .They have paid for the preliminary investigative work but have not got the necessary funds to continue.  They have applied for a Landfill grant and if successful want to start work as soon as possible as the scaffolding is in place. They think the shortfall will be at least £8,000, and probably more. This church is struggling with an elderly congregation and they have not been able to pay their diocesan quota, in full, for several years. Their enthusiastic priest makes huge quantities of jams, chutneys etc., to raise money but it is not easy for them and they have also been told recently that their electric system needs complete rewiring. Father Potter and the Churchwarden remain upbeat but they really do need help, I suggest a grant of £2,000.
