The severe winters of 2009/10 and 2010/11 caused much damage to the fabric of the Tower, due to water ingress into cracks which subsequently froze on many occasions. When thaws came, this expanded and large bits of masonry fell away or were badly damaged. 


A very complete photographic survey of all four faces of the Tower was undertaken in early 2012, following a warmer winter and the extent of the damage was carefully detailed.


Repair work has been commissioned in the sum of £5932 plus VAT (total of £7,119) against a comprehensive schedule of works.


We expect this to be undertaken in the next couple of months.

The last two winters have caused further damage to the tower, where water has got in, frozen and then cracked stonework which is Bath stone.  A good photographic survey was carried out (by Western Steeplejacks) to show the extent of the damage.  The same firm will carry out the works which they hope to start in September 2012.  No faculty required and they have obtained a Minor Works certificate from the Archdeacon.

 This is a pretty 13th century church which is clearly loved by the congregation.  Unusual wall paintings were discovered during previous restoration.  Large, well maintained Lych gate.�

The accounts appear to be healthy with almost £36,000 held.  However, Derek Browning told me that £11,369 was a restricted legacy and that the fabric account was now showing a shortfall of £38, reducing their assets to just over £18,000.
