External works to Chancel, North and South Aisles of St. Mary’s Church with associated works: this has been prepared as a single project.





Work on the Chancel is the responsibility of the Church Commissioners. This includes repointing, external stone work to Chancel East and north and south windows, rebedding of coping stones to Chancel Gable and related works. The total cost including fees and VAT is £63,795.72 – to be paid by the Church Commissioners.





As part of the agreement for this work on the Chancel, the Church Commissioners require the PCC to undertake certain essential works related to it, including drainage (approximately £4,750) and rainwaters goods work. 





The main work for which the PCC is responsible, following on from the most recent Quinquennial Inspection relates to essential external work on the remainder of the east elevation and work of the north elevation. This includes work on the parapet copings, renewal of rainwater goods, re-pointing, window tracery repair. We also need to engage the services of an archaeologist for the excavation work in connection with the drainage works required by the Church Commissioners. The estimated total cost to the PCC including fees and all VAT is £90,713.89. We hope to reclaim VAT on the building work (architect’s estimate £13,975.81). As the reclaiming of VAT is not guaranteed at 100% we are concerned that we may not be able to complete the project.

St..Mary the Blessed Virgin, Plympton St Mary, Grade II*.





I visited this church on Oct 29th and met the Vicar, The Revd. Preb. Margaret Cameron, and two PCC members. They have started work on the Chancel, North and South Aisles to repair coping stones, damaged stonework, guttering, some lead work and new window tracery. There is some serious damp in the church. Apparently the Church Commissioners are responsible for paying for some of the work on the chancel to the tune of £63,785, I was not aware that some churches could claim this which I think is due to being an old monastic foundation. This still leaves the church having to find £90,713. They have managed to raise some from a house owned partly by them and partly by the Diocese but they still have shortfall as they are still unable to find out how much they can claim on VAT. They are asking for a small grant of £500 t0 £1000 to cover the shortfall and I think we should do this as they are struggling to pay their Common Share  of £83,367 and do not feel they will be able to do so this year as they are an ageing congregation . They really do try to engage in a lot of worthwhile local community activities and are faced with a lot more major work  that needs doing in the near future. They used to support us and have tried to do so this year.
