Currently the roofs on the South side are in a poor state (see attached photographs provided by the architect in his Quinquennial and post-storm damage reports). Last year we completed a major 3-year programme of refurbishment costing approximately £160,000 in which the North side of the church was re-roofed and repairs undertaken on several of the windows.  Supported by English Heritage and National Churches Trust, much of the work was paid for by St John’s church. We ran out of money, which is why the roofs on the South sides were not renewed.  





In February of this year we successfully applied to Landfill Trust for funding to re-roof the South sides. The grant also included a contribution to a lighting project at the church, and the grant was divided accordingly.  The Lighting project was completed earlier this month. The project to renovate all roofs on the South side of the church is due to start at the end of September 2012. The original budget price was £59,238 (inc VAT), however the architect insisted on contingencies which inflated the contract price to £70,882 (inc VAT), ie a difference of £11,644 relative to the original budget. This translates to a shortfall of £11,644 which we are struggling to meet, hence this application to DHCT.





We are neutral to the effects of changes in VAT ruling. VAT on re-roofing work is covered by Landfill Trust; any VAT payments recovered would revert to Landfill.

This is the largest and plainest of three churches in the parish which covers the larger half of Exmouth.  Its accounts are separate.  St.John in the Wilderness was a chapel of East Budleigh but is now in the heart of the expanding new estates.  The two Victorian churches are both anglo-catholic and relatively close together.





I met Roger King at the church on 13 September and he gave me a tour od the property indicating what had already been done in 2010-11 with the help of £4000 from DHCT.  The previous vicar had been unwilling to replace the south roof as funds were nor in hand.  In consequence the cost has risen to £70882, £11664 over budget.  This includes a complex rerouting of water from where the tower joins the nave.  This work is starting this month and vital as water is penetrating. Problems could arise with the beams.





The congregation is facing a further blow in that eight of their nine gas heaters have ben condemned and they will need to raise a further £15k.





I suggest a grant of £3000, which is just over 25% of the immediate shortfall.
