St Peter and Paul, Teigngrace is an unusual church having been rebuilt in 1787 by sons of the Templer family of Stover.


The design is Strawberry Hill gothic and we are included in Todd Gray’s recent book, Devon’s Fifty Best Churches. 





The church windows are made of wood and are in fairly original condition. Two of the widows have needed replacing this year as the wooden frames have rotted, the lead has failed and some of the glass has broken.


This has entailed both windows being completely removed in turn and the aperture blocked. The windows have then been taken to the workshop where they have been dismantled to create a template, rebuilt in oak, re-leaded and reglazed. We have been able to retain some of the orginal glass as well as the decorative architraving internally.


The work is being undertaken by stained glass window specialists Glasswood, after obtaining faculties etc.


The funds required are;

St. Peter and St. Paul, Teigngrace.





I visited this church on October 24th and was shown round by Mrs Judy Jolliffe, Churchwarden, who is passionate and very well informed about this church. This is a very unusual church for Devon as it was rebuilt in 1787 by members of the Templer family of Stover and is a wonderful example of Strawberry Hill Gothic. There are similar churches round Bath and the Home Counties but not in rural Devon.   The fabric of the church is well maintained and there are services every Sunday albeit with a small congregation but a first class organist! They are enthusiastic supporters of our Ride and Stride day. They are asking for help towards the cost of a new window, they have already replaced one. The window has to be removed and taken to a specialist  firm, Glasswood, for the work to be done. This is because the wooden frame has rotted and some of the lead has failed and some glass broken. The cost is £17,100. They have successfully applied for a Landfill grant and have got help from various local firms and charities but are left with a shortfall of £2,600 . I would suggest a grant of £1,500.
