Emergency repairs on a west facing glass window due to deterioration of the lead causing a Health & Safety risk and a potential loss of the window. This includes re-leading of the window. Two similar quotes were obtained and we have agreed to work with Andrew Johnson. £1,700 + VAT = £2, 040. This has also been approved by Louise Bartlett of the Diocese who has also spoken directly with Andrew Johnson about the work required.








Window ventilation hoppers and stained glass repairs (as outlined in our quinquennial report 17th August 2011). Two hopper windows [eventually three] to reduce the condensation problem £1, 030 +VAT = £1,236. Again, Louise Bartlett is aware of the necessary work required to control the damp issues currently causing damage to the fabric of the building.

The west window in tower has considerable damage with stained glass panes slipping. Glass has been removed to prevent it falling out and window is now boarded over.  Work will restore window, including making some new stained glass to replace broken panes and refit in a secure way.  The church suffers badly from damp, so the glazier will also fit an air vent in a window on the east, south and north sides to improve airflow – a dehumidifier has been used but seems to exacerbate the problem.�
�
This is a beautiful church built in a grey local stone. The tower has a stair-turret with small pinnacles at the corners. The ancient cross stands beside the secondary turret tower near the south door. Has an excellent rood screen.�
�
