All Saints, Coombeinteignhead.





I visited this church on 8th October and met Graham Read, PCC treasurer and enthusiastic general church factotum. This is a Grade2* church in the tiny village of Coombe and will always stick in my memory as the only church I have ever seen with bright pink doors to match the bright pink tiles lining the nave (installed after war damage) which actually looks better than it sounds! They are asking for help towards the cost of the first tranche of repairs following their Quinquennial Report. They have already done some of the urgent work, the vestry roof, unsafe external lighting and removal of ivy, saplings etc., at accost of £1,700. They need urgent repairs to floor of clock room, roof tiles and lead valleys, repairs to both lych gates, flaunching on North transept, split flashing on tower roofs and treatment of woodworm in pew platforms and redecoration of exterior doors. Cost about £4,097. They are waiting for DAC approval insurance linked Health and Safety work on handrails and steps for access to the very steep part of the graveyard that they now have to use at a further cost of £415.





This church has a very small congregation, typically 5-6 on Sundays many more for festivals and is seen as a centre for this village of 500.The congregation is old and they are worried about depleting all their funds which they know will be needed for the next tranche of repairs. They have got funds of £6,000 but would appreciate any help we can give. They have applied to the Diocese Cooper legacy but are not hopeful. They do pay their Common Share of £2904.





I felt that they are trying to do all they can and would suggest a grant of £1,500 for encouragement.
