A very fine and well maintained church, which is supported by an enthusiastic, although small, congregation. It has a recorded history going back to 1262.  The South aisle has a splendid waggon roof with fine carved bosses and wall plates.  I was impressed by the amount of regular maintenance work which has been completed and which, over time undoubtably reduces the need for major work.  


One of the Church Wardens is a well known semi-professional organist, who arranges concerts in the church on its very fine organ.  The last of these  raised £1500 in aid of the Children's Hospice.


Like most other small parishes, St Swithun struggles to raise money to meet its annual running costs, which last year amounted to nearly £17k, including the Common Share (this year £8485).


There is virtually no money available to meet the major part of this work, and the shortfall is likely to be £4000.
