I have spoken to Charles Hodgson twice and received from him  the church's statement of need. It is very straightforward.Back in the spring a churchwarden entered the church to find 'smoke wafting in the rafters'.On an emergency basis, new wiring was put to replace the original wiring which replaced the old gas fittings.
