"All Saints is a large, lofty and very beautiful church with both North and South transepts. Most of the church is 14/15C but the chancel is thouht to be late12/early13C. It was extensively restored in 1873 and twice since then. The nave and South aisle have really lovely barrel roofs with painted wall plates and 70 carved and painted angels. There are very fine oak pews which are rich in carving.


The problems on the tower roof were discovered during the lightning conductor inspection and, since the pinnacle was loose on its base, it was recommended that the the work should be undertaken as a soon as possible for safety reasons. The work is now complete.


The church is fortunate to have investments which give an annual income of approximately £4.2k, but this goes little way to meet the annual running costs of £28.8k including the Common Share. They reckon on raising some £5k annually by their regular fundraising activities.


Against the shortfall of £7700 I recommend a grant of £2000.
