This application relates to funding required for the architect and faculty, for the provision of toilets in the church, including a unit for the disabled Following the re-ordering the church is successfully being used for community events, hence the need for improved facilities (there is one loo, but it is off the vestry so not easily accessed and there is no facility for the disabled).  It is a bold suggestion to ‘build on’ to the church for these facilities and clearly there is a need.

The church is in excellent order and seems to have a keen group of people who maintain it.  It is Grade 2* Victorian (1859) building.  The proposed work would be in keeping with the existing Beer stone.

The PCC accounts appear to be sound (2011 accounts, not yet approved by examiner).  The cost of this ‘feasibility’ is £2,625 plus VAT of which they already have £1,500.  The shortfall could easily be found out of existing funds.The actual work is estimated around £50,000 to £60,000, but is not part of this application.
