The latest Quinquennial report requires the replacement of all the existing cast iron gutters and downpipes to all facades of the church.  Following this work we will have to renew the roofs to the vestry and chancel and repair the stonework which has been badly affected by the leaking rainwater.  The total cost of work has been estimated at over £50,000, including architect’s fees, but this application is only for help for the first phase – the replacement of the guttering and downpipes which could cost around £10,000.  We are seeking competitive quotations.

A very pretty church with amazing views across the valley.  The east end of the church has an unusual curved wall and the tailor made gutters are in a bad state – some have been replaced with pvc.  There is a gulley running around the east side of the church which is cracked and allowing water to run back into the walls of the church – it needs lifting, repairing and re-fitting.  This application relates to financing all these rain water goods.





However, they also need to re-slate the vestry and chancel roof which have been Turnerised.  The bitumen is now failing and the slates cannot be reused.  They would like to know if they can make a second application for the roof repairs.


Beautiful inside and is mentioned in Pevsner.  Very light interior.  Grade II and built around 1848.  Although they only have an average of 8 on a Sunday it is well maintained and clearly loved.  It’s a very rural location but well worth a visit.


The cost of the work on the gutters and downpipes is estimated between £5,000 and £7,500.  They have £5,000 in the bank.
