The project involves the total redecoration of the Church interior, involving the removal of loose and unkeyed plaster and emulsion paint applied in 1960s. A significant amount of work has already been completed in preparation and follows on from major expenditure involving rewiring with new heating and lighting and the overhaul of bells and turret clock – total cost approaching £50000.  





The redecoration project is planned following a Conservation Report commissioned in 2009.   There are three main aspects of the work:





1.  Internal re-plastering and redecoration – cost £18110


2.  Removal of modern paint finishes from niche to expose dark red ochre medieval paint – cost £1200 


3.  Conservation and remedial work involving two 19th century wall memorials which are collapsing and are unsafe – cost £1300





In addition to the work stated above, the organ will have to be protected and at the same time asbestos will be removed from the blower box at a cost of £600+





The PCC would like to request support from DHCT for item 2 above, within the context of the larger project


ie £1200 as part of a project costing over £21000.

The PCC has done a huge amount of work recently and improved heating and electrical systems, including excellent lighting.  They are embarking on another phase to repair plaster work and completely redecorate.  One of the areas they are restoring is a small niche behind the pulpit – apparently this used to be used as a second altar.  The modern paint needs to be removed to expose the original medieval finishes.


The church (grade I) is in excellent order and they have a good team of volunteers and appear to be able to raise funds, although have had a small deficit over the last two years.  However, they are asking the DHCT for help towards the project of restoring the niche.
