The grant we are requesting is for the restoration of the exterior sandstone and stonework on the South Elevation of our Church. The last three quinquennials have indicated that the problem of spalding sandstone and features needs to be addressed.





We have sought the expertise of 6 companies specialising in Church Architecture and stonework restoration. The specifications and recommendations all state that there are a number of open joints in the stonework that would allow water ingress which would cause significant damage to the fabric of the building. The spalding sandstone requires restoration and any loose features made secure. All the area needs specialist cleaning to remove moss and algae. There are open joints which allow weeds and vegatation to appear. All these need to be re-pointed with limestone mortar.





The Church was built in 1883. The noted local Wesleyan Architest was Alexander Lauder. The Church is now looking rather shabby and in need of some restoration to the exterior fabric, both from a safety aspect and to ensure damage is not caused due to neglect. Over the last 20-25 years the Church has maintained a rolling programme of repairs and improvements and spent in the region of £220,000 on this.


In order to further care for this lovely building and act as wise and responsible stewards of the property we would appreciate any grant you may be able to offer us towards this restoration project.

I visited this church this afternoon. It is a large�property together with its attached hall, kitchen, toilets and�excellent teaching rooms. The south front of the church borders right�on to the pavement. The primary school is 50 yards away and lots of�children walk past twice a day.�Over the past few years the church has spent over £200,000 on�modernising all its buildings. The south front of the church is�beginning to spall in its sandstone facings in many places and while�the basic structure is strong, the pointing is in need of renewal and�the 'soft' stone areas need to be scraped back and made free from�further deterioration. There is real danger of surface stonework�falling on pedestrians below�There has been much fund raising in the past and in the last 18�months over £1500 has been collected. They have £8000 of their own�funds to contribute towards the cost of this work (£20,000) They are�applying to other funds locally and the national Methodist Insurance�Co which they hope will bring in £5000. If successful, the shortfall�remaining will be £5000. I recommend a grant of £2000.
