A most impressive , large, Granite church which seems very grand for such a small community. It is of 11C origens but most of the church is from 15C.  It has very nice barrel roofs with medieval bosses and Victorian Angel figures on the wall plates and a lovely, delicate, carved screen of Victorian vintage. There are two interesting memorials, one being an efigy of Sir John Weekes dated 1572 and the other the Burgoyne memorial dated 1651. English Heritage(EH) have put the church onto its 'Heritage at Risk List'.


This work is EH funded and this application deals only with the first, investigative, stage. A second application will be submitted when the actual costs of Stage 2 are known, probably in early 2013.  The PCC is responsible not only for this church, but also for the nearby 15C Church House and St Mary's chapel in South Zeal, both of which are listed Grade II*.  That the PCC will find great difficulty in raising the funds for this work is amply illustrated by the fact that they have been able to pay about 20% only of their £10k Common Fund over the last three years.  The Church funds are exhausted, apart form the money raised for this work (10.2 above), but they had a small bequest of £16k, which is  invested and which brings them a small regular income. In short they are in a pretty precarious financial position!


Against the shortfall for Stage 1 of 6K I recommend an award of  £2,500
