I visited St. Lawrence’s, Southleigh, on 15 June, 2012. It is a small, isolated Grade 2 listed church in a pretty valley. The church is of 13th century origin. The only surviving remains from that time are its distinctive square tower, a 12th century font and some traces of Norman stone around the porch. It was largely rebuilt in 1821.


The lead valley guttering above the Nave and the South Aisle has failed, mainly due to an inadequate slope, causing the water to pond in places and seep through the roof timbers below which are rotting. In places, the walls are wet due to faulty rainwater goods and failed pointing. The floor at the base of the entrance to the ringing spaceat the bottom of the tower was damp when I visited. The cost of the work has been estimated at £15,000. The church believes it can safely contribute £10,000 to these repairs, leaving a shortfall of £5,000 to be raised locally or through grants. It is difficult to raise money to meet these sorts of expenses from a total population of 239. 


I would recommend a grant of £1,500 ( 305 of the shortfall).
