Outline of Project:


The timber wallplate and rafter feet in the 2nd arch of the Arcade from the west have been affected by the seepage of rainwater from a valley gutter above (now repaired). Significant decay has occurred to the base of one of the curved arch braces which bears onto the wallplate. As this supports the small cross beams which support the rafter feet it is load-bearing and supports the roof. The timber has completely softened and lost its structural integrity. Our Church Architect has identified essential repair work as follows:


a)  Carefully remove, and later  re-fix, decorative frieze and applied bosses. 


b)  Replace a section of wallplate, about 2.5 metres in length, with oak, moulded to match the existing. 


c)  Replace the decayed arched brace from the wallplate to the purlin and joint in the same manner to the remainder of the arch brace. This should also be in oak of equal size and profile. 


d) A specialist contractor should also be employed to identify and treat fungus growth.

	I met Mike Fernibank the Churchwarden on 13 June 2012.  He has supplied me with a copy of the architect’s report, the church accounts for 2011 and an enlarged photograph of the damage.  All of these will be available to the trustees.





I did not climb a ladder, but could see clearly where the problem is from the floor. Some of the ceiling planks have been removed for access. It is not a big job- £3838 without VAT- but if it is not dealt with serious deterioration of the roof may follow.





The village is tiny and isolated.  The church is not without assets but spent 20% of its capital last year and has committed its remaining £3000 to another maintenance project later in the year (for which they may approach us again.)   Their regular giving averages about £8 a week (or £16 per service) and they have (unusually) received a grant from the Parish Council.   Even if they get the £1500 from Devon CC they will be £1218 short (that is £100 per head of the congregation) and I suggest a grant of £1000.  We have supported them before.
