I visited the Church on 18th March, 2013.It is a fine Grade 1 listed 12th century building with an impressive exposed wood barrel roof and a tall 15th century tower, set in hilly grounds in the Axe/Yarty Valley.


Thieves stole most of the lead from the south aisle roof.


The remaining lead has been stripped from the roof (with a view to preventing a further visit from the thieves) and sold for £2,000 to reduce the total billof £31,107 for replacement of the lead by Terne-coat stainless steel. A further reduction of £4,750 was made available by Ecclesiastical Insurance against the Church’s policy, the premium for which is in the region of £3,300.The maximum this insurance policy will pay for the theft of lead is £5,000. The total bill for the work is thus reduced to £24,357.


As the Church’s total assets amount to £136,900, a grant would not appear to be justified, since after paying the reduced bill the assets remain above £112,000. The Church’s application for Landfill Grant has also been rejected on similar grounds.


The Trustees, however, may consider that a minimum grant of up to £500 may be appropriate to enhance the amount of the somewhat inadequate insurance recovery.
