Please do not write in this section, which will be used by the DHCT Assessor.The oldest church in the Teign Valley, listed in the Domesday Survey 1086 and dedicated in 1259, holding strong attachments to Buckfast Abbey. The primary fabric is substantially medieval, the remains of the 12th century building are incorporated in the present structure. Much alteration and restoration was done in the 19th and early 20th century. Weekly congregation, averages 12. The Church is much revered by the village and enthusiastically supported. The replacement of the multi-levelled floor of both small red tiles, mostly broken, cracked or loose and wooden flooring, also in poor order, is very necessary. The proposed Purbeck stone floor will be level, thus preventing the accidents caused by people tripping up and will also assist wheelchair users. The large, fixed, heavy and deteriorating pine pews are to be replaced with small ,unfixed lighter oak pews, easily moved to create larger spaces when required for Church related events and many other activities. Work to begin on 01.09.2013.The other numerous works listed in item three are sensible, necessary but costly. Fortunately, it is through receiving a grant of £100,000 that they have a head start. The Garfield Western grant application of £20,000, see item 7, was unfortunately £12,500 less than the £20,000 hoped for. However, a generous grant from Viridor Landfill is expected, also the National Churches Trust, English Heritage and National Lottery Heritage Fund. A local appeal has just commenced and they are to hold fund raising events throughout the summer. The new floor with the inter- related archaeological work, lighting and electrical system is of prime importance and the entire works are extremely necessary for the Church to adapt to the many needs placed upon it including the growing numbers of younger people moving to the village and a lively community. I recommend a grant of £3,000.
