The 2006 Q I report suggested areas of slate roofing, and the lead of the valley gutter needed renewing before 2011.  It was also noted that the lime plaster ceiling was failing. In 2007 an area of plaster fell from the interior ceiling requiring the church to be closed for 7 months pending the fitting of white breathable roofing felt to the underside of the falling plaster.  Following this an English Heritage architect visited St Peters in Oct 2009, we were awarded a grant of £160,000 towards the total cost estimated to be £196,000 for carrying out the work recommended, leaving Thornbury PCC to raise the remaining £27,000.





We achieved this through local fund raising, and successfully applying for grants.





However, since we have signed the EH contract, changes have come into effect with regard to reclaiming VAT.  Firstly, we are no longer able to claim VAT on the architects fees, we are only able to claim VAT at the end of each quarter, and finally we are not now guaranteed to get 100% refund when we apply.





These changes, along with the fact that our orginial contractors went into administration part way through the project, have resulted in a short fall in our funds to complete the project.  A shortfall of between £15,000 and £20,000.





It is a condition of the award of DHCT grant that the applicant must obtain all necessary Faculties, Planning and Building Approvals, and Listed Building Consents. Failure to do so could lead to cancellation  or a request to repay grant.
