A  delightful 13C church with a marvellous barrel vaulted ceiling  over the nave, which is now beautifully displayed  by the recently installed up-lighters. There are some very interesting bosses and most attractive gilded angel figures alonng the wall plates. There are also some very nice 15C carved bench ends  and several notable memorials on the walls of the nave, aisle and chancel.


Phase 1 of the work is self explanatory, but Phase 2 will complete the electrical heating work which was carried out in 2011 and towards which the Trust made an award of £2,000.


This church is supported by a small community which has raised almost half of the total sum of £78,000 spent on church repairs since 2007.  They have  annual running costs of £10,000, of which the share is over £6,000, and their funds are now reduced to £780.  I believe, therefore, that it is wrong to consider an award against the mathematical shortfall of £4159 and recommend an award of £3,000.
