This is an application to help with the cost of a roof level survey.


The Church has Norman and medieval origins and is the oldest in Plymouth. In the 18th century, North and South aisles were added to accommodate the numbers working in the Naval Dockyard in Devonport. The columns and roofing for this are said to have been supplied from ships masts and timbers. Now, several of these columns are listing slightly and possibly dragging the roof and the South wall with them. Our architect has recommended a survey at roof level as soon as possible.


Estimated costs are: Architect £750; Surveyor £1,100; Builder £1,000. Total approximate cost is therefore £2850.
