There are three distinct elements to the project; each with their own cost and timescale.  It is only when this work has been done that we can move onto the final stage of the overall Plan; that is Community Facilities.





Connection to the sewer in the main road which has to be completed by end February; the reason being Devon County Council plans to resurface the road.  This will enable a lavatory to be installed in the church – currently we have a 'Portaloo' in the car park.  Estimate £15,000 (Funds in hand)





Construction of a Ramp up the steps of the North Porch: This will allow the disabled, those in wheelchairs, parents with pushchairs and the elderly to access the building with greater ease. £10,000





A glass screen with associated doors is specific to this church; and the design, construction and installation can only start once the full amount of money needed has been raised; or committed. There will be ancillary work such as removel of internal doors.
