Restoration and conservation of wall-hung painting of Queen Anne Coat-of-Arms (1714).  Size 4’10” high by 3’6” wide including frame.





Removal of painting from the wall and investigation of the split in the top board.  Ascertaining remedial work required to timber boards and frame and carrying out the work.  (Provisional cost sum of £500.00).





Removing all excessively corroded nails and replacing these with stainless steel screws.  After restoration of paintwork, refitting the Arms to wall using newly fabricated stainless steel holdfasts.  Estimated cost of the above at 14.12.09 = £1,325.00





Removing discoloured varnish which presently obscures the painting.  Treating certain corroded nail heads to prevent further damage to the painted surface and to reveal the contrasting colours of the heraldic elements.  Estimated cost of the above at 12.01.10 = £3,600.00

I visited Moreleigh Church on July 7th and was shown round by Mr Haigh and Mr Pullen who were very enthusiastic and helpful. This is a small delightful 13th Century Grade 1 church in a rural setting. The parish has a population of 150 and average Sunday attendance is 14 with more for festivals. They are asking for help to meet the cost of restoring a splendid Coat of Arms which probably dates from the reign of Charles1 or Charles11 which has been overpainted to mark the death of Queen Anne in 1714. This has been tackled with enthusiasm and determination by the small congregation and they have raised £5,500 0f the estimated £6,000 and are asking for £500 to compete the work. They have had some conservation done by an expert, Elizabeth Cheadle, in 4 small patches which illustrates how good it will look after proper conservation and I have got some excellent photos to show the meeting.





The Church is facing a large bill for work following their Quinquennial inspection and it is managing to pay its Parish Share and does keep open for the Bike Ride. I realise we do not usually give grants for Monuments but would like to make an exception for this as I felt their commitment and enthusiasm needs encouragement
