St. Gregory’s Parish Church, Seaton, Devon

St. Gregory’s Parish Church is Seaton’s only Grade 1 listed building and dates back to the 14th Century.  Although the structure of the church has changed considerably throughout its life, it has generally followed a recognisable pattern in line with the development of church architecture over the centuries which can be clearly seen both inside and outside of this fine church.

St. Gregory’s has a handsome interior and exterior.  Some of the features of this church include ‘Water of Life’ window which was commissioned to celebrate the millennium and 2000 years of the work of the Holy Spirit, the spirit of Jesus in the World.  Also two 17th century carved canopies are on display in glass cases and the organ which was installed by T.C. Lewis the renowned 19th century organ builder with its beautiful spotted pipes on display.
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These are just a few features in and around this church with many more and more information inside making it well worth a visit.
